As we approach the end of another church year (June 30), our pastors have been reminded to guide the nominating committee and annual 

church elections in accordance with the Manual under the section of "Church Meetings" paragraphs 113 section.  Because of the spiritual 

nature of Kingdom work, "we direct our local churches to elect as church officers only persons who profess the experience of entire 

sanctification and whose lives bear public witness to the grace of God that calls us to a holy life; who are in harmony with the doctrines, 

polity, and practices of the Church of the Nazarene; and who support the local church faithfully in attendance and with tithes and 

offerings."  (Manual Church of the Nazarene).  The biblical qualifications for spiritual leadership are crystal clear.  Paul reminds us that 

anyone who sets his/her heart on being a leader must be "above reproach, faithful to one's spouse, temperate, self-controlled, respectable, 

hospitable, able to teach, not given to drunkenness, gentle, not quarrelsome, not a lover of money, able to manage one's own family, not a 

recent convert, a good reputation with outsiders" (I Timothy 3:1-7).  These are vital aspects to leadership.  The only way one can live up to 

such a high standard is through the Holy Spirit's enablement.

& oil were bought and donated to a church feeding many, a cook was hired for a week who needed the money to support her family, MREôs 

were donated, tools were donated, one building was completed, and another building reconstruction started.  We were told that our team put 

the rebuild weeks ahead of where they expected to be at this point.  I pass on to you the many thanks received from the local Haitians.  The 

funds that so many gave from this district helped the people directly and put the rebuild effort on track.  Please keep Haiti in your prayers
